SHRI MACHIHAN SASA

Shri Machihan Sasa is a master craftsman of Longpi Kajui, the oldest
Tangkhul Naga Village known to have been practicing Longpi Hampai art since
10,000 BC (Neolithic period) till today through traditional science.

2. Born on 1%April, 1950 in Longpi Kajui Village, Ukhrul District of Manipur,
Shri Sasa was introduced to the indigenous art of Blackstone Pottery making
known as 'Longpi Hampai' made from a mixed paste of ground black serpent nite
stone and special brown clay together known as 'Ham- Ngalei' locally. He learnt
the art from his father at a very early age. Though formal education was a far cry
for him, in view of the economic unreliability of the family coupled with lack of
educational institution and infrastructure, this indigenous native art of
blackstone pottery-making instantly enriched his admiration, dedication,
knowledge and wisdom of his forefathers.

3. Shri Sasa championed the art by articulating creativity and introducing
new trade in tea set, flower pot and vase, kettle, bowl, water mug, dining plate,
casserole, kadai etc. that became one of the most popular items locally and
beyond. Many local youths are also trained by him out of which three trainees
have received 'National Awards' and three 'State Awards'. They later on became
independent craftsmen living a dignified sustainable life.For his unique and
innovative style, he had been a regular invitee and participant in various
national and international exhibitions bringing laurels all the time.

4. Shri Sasa is the recipient of various awards and honours. His first award was
first prize in the 25"All India Handicraft Week, 1979. He achieved many other
awards and medals including the State Award 1986; National Award 1988; King
Mela Medal 1997 and Shilp Guru 2008.
