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SHRI SESHAMPATTI THIRTHAGIRI SIVALINGAM

Shri Seshampatti Thirthagiri Sivalingam is a distinguished Nadaswaram
artist who has dedicated his life to enriching the world with this traditional Indian
art.

2. Born on 7" July, 1944, Shri Sivalingam began his training under his father,
Shri Seshampatti P Thirthagiri, at the age of 7 and accompanied him to concerts,
where he was exposed to greats like Karaikuruchi Arunachalam and TN
Rajarathinam Pillai. For more advanced training, he moved to Thanjavur to train
under Sri Keevalur NG Ganesan, then moved to Chennai in 1971 to earn his
VADHYA VISHARADH degree from the College of Carnatic Music. In Chennai, he
was trained under Sri Keeranur Ramaswami Pillai and later underwent special
training under Sri Thiruvarur Latchappa Pillai as a Government of India scholar.
Having mastered the traditional methods, Shri Sivalingam developed his own
distinctive style renowned for authentic raga alapanas. Over the decades, he rose to
prominence as a leading Nadhaswaram virtuoso, enthralling audiences at eminent
sabhas.

3. Shri Sivalingam has performed his ancient wind instrument, the
Nadhaswaram, across the globe, including cities like New York, Pittsburgh,
Chicago, San Diego and Sydney, while also participating in World Tamil
Conferences. Through workshops and by mentoring international students in
Carnatic music, he has propagated Indian classical music internationally, training
students from countries like Denmark, Sweden, the USA, and Hungary.

4. Shri Sivalingam has also amassed a substantial body of work, including
several acclaimed music albums with labels like Sangeetha, Cosmic, and
MoserBaer. As a A-top grade artist, he has given numerous memorable
performances in All India Radio (AIR) and Doordarshan for over fifty years. He has
been invited to judge competitions and auditions for eminent organizations like AIR
and has been featured in interviews by leading media outlets in recognition of his
stature in the world of Carnatic music.

S. Shri Sivalingam has been recognized with numerous prestigious viz. Sangeet
Natak Akademi Award, the Kalaimamani Award, the Isai Perarignar title from the
Tamil Isai Sangam and the TTK Award from the Music Academy.
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
