
SHRI O. RAJAGOPAL

 Shri O. Rajagopal is an eminent statesman from Kerala.

2. Born on 15  September, 1929 in Pudukkode Panchayath in Palakkad, Kerala, Shri th

Rajagopal took his early education in Kanakkannoor Elementary School and Manjapra Upper 
Primary School. Later, he went to Government Victoria College, Palakkad. He completed Law 
education in Madras and began practicing Law in 1956 at the Palakkad District Court.

3. Shri Rajagopal was inspired by Shri Deendayal Upadhyaya and began working in 
the Bharatiya Jana Sangh from 1964, but the tragic death of his political idol Shri 
Deendayal in 1968 spurred him to pursue his political career full-time as a karyakarta of 
the party. Sacrificing his thriving legal career, he took on the arduous mission to build the 
Jan Sangh party in the Kerala state from ground level. He became the State General 
Secretary of Jana Sangh until 1974 when he was promoted to the post of President, a post 
he held until 1977. During the period of Emergency, he was jailed and was held in Viyyur 
Central Jail. Over the years, he also held several key posts in the Bhartiya Janta Party 
(BJP). He is the senior most member of the BJP in Kerala and the first ever member and its 
floor leader in the Legislative Assembly of Kerala of the BJP.

4. Shri Rajagopal has been elected twice — in 1992 and 1998 — as a Member of 
Parliament, Rajya Sabha from Madhya Pradesh. He also held important portfolios under 
the Atal Bihari Vajpayee government as Minister of State for Defence and Parliamentary 
Affairs, Urban Development, Law, Justice and Company Affairs, and Railways. As an MLA 
in the Kerala State Assembly, he was a member of Committee on Petitions and Committee 
of Public Work, Transport and Communications. His dedication to public service and 
commitment to improving infrastructure have left a significant legacy in Kerala's 
infrastructural development. During his term as Minister of State for Railways, he worked 
towards improving railway infrastructure in Kerala, connecting to the rest of India. As the 
Minister of Urban Development, he played a crucial role in shaping urban policies and 
infrastructure. His focus was on improving living conditions, sanitation, and civic 
amenities in cities and towns across India. 

5. Shri Rajagopal, being a lawyer by profession, actively advocated for legal reforms. He 
worked towards simplifying legal procedures, enhancing access to justice, and ensuring 
fairness in the legal system. During his tenure as the Minister of State for Company Affairs, he 
worked on strengthening corporate governance, promoting transparency, and safeguarding 
the interests of shareholders and investors. As the Minister of State for Defence, he 
contributed to modernising India's armed forces, ensuring national security, and enhancing 
defence capabilities. He handled Parliamentary affairs, facilitating smooth functioning and 
coordination between various political parties within the Indian Parliament.
