2. Born on 15" March, 1948, in a very poor family, Shri Khalil's life was full of struggle
since his childhood but with his ability, hard work and dedication he mastered the Persian
weaving of traditional carpets and durries. The outcome of his work done in the field of warp
and weft can be measured by his skills, awards, appreciation letters, participation in the
exhibitions globally and recognition by the carpet world. He became an inspiration for the
coming generation. He not only trained thousands of artisans but also made them financially
elevated. His contribution as a senior most artisan as a master trainer, as an innovative
craftsman, as a designer is admirable. He popularized weaving of Persian design among
unemployed youths of Mirzapur, U.P. He trained them, made them able to earn for their
livelihood.
