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SHRI ROHAN BOPANNA

Shri Rohan Bopanna is an eminent tennis player. He is a Grand Slam Winner, Asian
Games Gold medalist, Olympian, a member of the Indian Davis Cup team for over 20 years
and the freshly minted World No. 1 in the ATP men's doubles rankings. At 43, he continues
to play doubles at the highest levels of the sport.

2. Born on 4" March, 1980, Shri Bopanna hailing from Kodagu, started playing tennis
at age 11 alongside playing hockey and football, until deciding to pursue tennis
professionally at the age of 19. Starting off as a big-serving singles player, he eventually
transitioned to doubles where he has found consistency and success for over two decades
with a variety of partners. His powerful serve coupled with his huge court presence has
made him one of the most coveted doubles players on the international tennis circuit.

3. Shri Bopanna made his debut for India in 2002 and since then has been flying the flag
of our nation with utmost dignity and honour. He won his first ATP Title Los Angeles Open in
2006, First ATP 1000 Title Rolex Paris Masters 2011, Gold Medal in Asian Games (2018) and
in Asian Games 2022 (Mixed Doubles). He won Maharashtra Open (2022) and was semi
Finalist of French Open (2022). He has to his credit Davis Cup (32 ties, 22 wins), 25 ATP Tour
Titles and 37 ATP Tour Runners-up (Men's Doubles). He also won Australian Open 2024-
Men's Doubles; Asian Games, China 2023- Mix Doubles; BNP Paribas Open, USA 2023-Men's
Doubles and ExxonMobil Qatar Open, Qatar 2023- Men's Doubles. He won Gold Medal in
Asian Games 2018 and Asian Games 2022 (Mixed Doubles).While being in level 43 of his life,
he won the Australian Open (Mixed Doubles) and was ranked the World No. 1 (Doubles) in
January 2024, becoming the oldest person in history to do so. He has partnered with
numerous players in both men's doubles and mixed doubles tournaments across the globe. In
2017, he went on to win his first grand slam by winning the French Open in the mixed doubles
event along with his Canadian partner Gabriela Dabrowski.

4. Shri Bopanna has set up his own Tennis Academy in Bengaluru and Coimbatore to
inspire the next generation of tennis players into representing our nation at the
international stage and develop tennis at the grassroots level. He is also the chief-mentor to
the Doubles Dream of India initiative launched by KPIT Technologies aimed at providing
holistic support including travelling coaches and physios for these players to excel.

S To commemorate his contribution to the sport, Shri Bopanna was awarded the
Arjuna Award in 2018. In 2023, he was rewarded by the Hon'ble Chief Minister of
Karnataka for his performance at the Asian Games 2022. He also won Ekalavya Award, by
Government of Karnataka in 2005; Arthur Ashe Humanitarian Award 2010; Champion for
Peace, under High Patronage of Prince Albert II of Monaco, 2010; Kannada Rajyotsava
Award 202 1and Felicitation by Karnataka Olympic Association 2023.
